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Program Description: This 3 year program is funded by a grant from Elanco Animal Health and is offered by the School of Veterinary Medicine, University of Wisconsin-Madison, in collaboration with Dr. Terry Clark, DVM, PhD, Dip. ACVCP at Elanco. The Elanco Residency in Veterinary Clinical Pharmacology is designed to provide strong research training and to prepare the fellow for board certification in the American College of Veterinary Clinical Pharmacology.

Research training: Fellows will be required to register for a Masters or Ph.D. program through the Graduate School at the University of Wisconsin, unless a PhD is already held. (Note: an additional year may be necessary to complete the requirements for a PhD.) A research project with one to three major aims will be developed by the fellow, in close collaboration with Dr. Trepanier and Dr. Clark. The project should be consistent with the overall research goals of the program director’s laboratory, which is the study of variability in drug metabolism and its relationship to xenobiotic toxicity. Ongoing projects include the pathogenesis of sulfonamide hypersensitivity in humans and dogs; the role of antioxidant depletion on adverse events in hospitalized dogs and cats; and the role of cytochrome b5 reductase polymorphisms in drug hypersensitivity and carcinogenesis.

Didactic training: Coursework is offered through the Vet School, the Medical School, and the School of Pharmacy on the UW campus, and will be undertaken during the first 18-24 months of the program. Relevant courses include: Pharmacology I-IV, Drug Delivery Systems, Laboratory Techniques in Pharmaceutical Sciences, Toxicology I-II, Statistical Methods for the Biosciences I-II, Drug Interactions, and Pharmacokinetics. 
Clinical training:  At least one year of clinical experience with primary case management, preferably small animal practice or a rotating small animal internship, is required prior to beginning the program. Clinical training within the program includes clinical pharmacology journal club, internal medicine journal club, consultation within the small and large animal clinics, and attendance at ACVIM rounds. While the fellow does not have primary case responsibility, he or she will be involved in cases for which clinical pharmacology consultation is requested, and can review CCU case treatment regimens on a daily basis. 

Off-site training: The fellow will spend 3 months at Elanco Animal Health in Greenfield IL, conducting research that expands upon or augments the techniques utilized for his or her thesis work. In addition, the fellow will spend 3 weeks at the FDA/CVM to gain exposure to drug regulatory concepts and procedures. Other off-site opportunities include a 2-week externship at the SPCA Animal Poison Control Center, and an optional off-site pharmacokinetics short course. The fellow will also have the opportunity to attend at least one national scientific meeting related to basic or clinical pharmacology per year.

Teaching opportunities: The fellow will present therapeutics-based topics to small animal residents in the ACVIM rounds series, and will participate in clinical rounds (teaching to fourth year students, with an emphasis on therapeutics). In addition, the fellow has the opportunity to assist with didactic teaching to 3rd year veterinary students, in either lecture and lab format. Additional opportunities for continuing education to veterinarians and for authorship on therapeutics review articles are also available.

Applications and deadlines: Candidates for the fellowship must be a DVM (or equivalent) with at least one year of primary veterinary patient care experience. Unless they already hold a PhD in a relevant biomedical science, candidates must also apply for and be accepted into the Comparative Biosciences Graduate Program at the University of Wisconsin–Madison: http://www.ahabs.wisc.edu/gradprogram/index.html
